Do not reuse tags, must be new or automatic disqualification will occur. 

 

All exhibits will follow lot number with:   “P” – Professional (anyone having sold a 

photography item); “A” – Amateur; and “Y” – Youth (17 & under – state age on entry tag).   

 

Each exhibitor is limited to three (3) entries per lot. 

 

Each exhibit consists of one (1) large picture or up to six (6) small pictures of related subjects 

mounted on one background.  Including a title or theme will be considered in the judging.
